Certain Model 3 vehicles built at Giga Shanghai were delivered to Service Centers with the trailer hitch ball neck
removed.

If you find one that does not fit correctly,
try another trailer hitch ball neck.

E NOTE: Trailer hitch assembly replacement is not required.

E NOTE: To account for the fact that not every ball neck may correctly fit to the trailer hitch assembly, make sure to
have up to approximately 4 parts available.

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Procedure

1. Remove the clips (x2) that attach the tow hitch cover to the rear fascia, and then remove the cover (Figure 1).

2. Remove the protective cap from the tow hitch assembly (Figure 2).

3. Remove the trailer hitch ball neck and one of the keys from the hitch case (Figure 3).

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4. Insert the key into the lock of the trailer hitch ball neck and turn the key so that the arrow on the key points towards
the ‘Unlock’ symbol (Figure 4).

5. Pull the lock knob outwards (Figure 5), and then turn the lock knob clockwise until the knob lock engages in the
unlocked position (Figure 6).

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6. Install the trailer hitch ball neck into the trailer hitch assembly (Figure 7).

7. Confirm the correct seating of the trailer hitch ball neck:

a. When the trailer hitch ball neck is securely seated into the trailer hitch assembly:
e the lock knob springs to the ‘locked’ position,
e the green tab on the lock knob aligns with the green marking on the trailer hitch ball neck,
o there is no gap between the trailer hitch ball neck and the lock knob (Figure 8).

Continue to the next step.

b.  When the trailer hitch ball neck is not securely seated into the trailer hitch assembly:

¢ the lock knob does not or only partially springs to the ‘locked’ position,

¢ the green tab on the lock knob does not fully align with the green marking on the trailer hitch ball
neck,

e agap (approximately 0.5 cm) remains visible between the trailer hitch ball neck and the lock knob
(Figure 9).

In this case, repeat the procedure from step 3 onwards, using another new trailer hitch ball neck.

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E NOTE: If a certain trailer hitch ball neck cannot be securely installed on a trailer hitch assembly, this does
not imply that the trailer hitch ball neck should be regarded as a bad part. As a result of dimension tolerances

between the trailer hitch ball neck and the trailer hitch assembly, the part may fit perfectly on another trailer
hitch assembly.

8. Uninstall the trailer hitch ball neck from the trailer hitch assembly:

a. Partially turn the lock knob clockwise until the trailer hitch ball neck becomes loose from the trailer
hitch assembly

b. Remove the trailer hitch ball neck from the trailer hitch assembly (Figure 10).

9. Install the protective cap onto the trailer hitch assembly (Figure 11).
