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I N T R O D U C T I O N

With the Apple MPEG Media System and the Apple Video
Player System or TV/Video Player System installed, you can
watch MPEG-compressed digital video on your Macintosh
computer’s monitor.

This manual covers installing the Apple MPEG Media System
hardware and software, and takes you through the first steps
in opening the software and watching a movie.

To use the Apple MPEG Media System, you must have an
Apple Macintosh or Power Macintosh computer with an LC
processor-direct slot (PDS) and a video input slot. In
addition, you must have either the Apple Video System or
Apple TV/Video System installed in your computer.

Note:  The Apple MPEG Media System does not support
the Apple LC 630 DOS-compatible computer or the
Macintosh Performa 640 DOS-compatible computer.

If you purchased your computer with the Apple MPEG Media
System already installed, turn to Section 4 of this book,
“Playing Digital Video with Apple Video Player.” You can also
get onscreen instructions on how to do this by using Apple
Video Player Guide. This Guide is your resource for all
information about using the Apple Video Player software.

To use the Apple Guide, open Apple Video Player and
choose Apple Video Player Guide in the Guide (h) menu.
See the manual that came with your computer for more
information on using Apple Guide.

Installing the MPEG Card

Before you can install the MPEG card, the video input card
(which comes with the Apple Video System and Apple
TV/Video System) must already be installed. If it isn’t, you
may want to install the MPEG and video input cards at the
same time, since you have to remove the logic board in both
cases. (See the Video or TV/Video System User’s Guide for
details.) 

Before you put the logic board back, one step advises you to
press the reset button on the board. This sets certain system
parameters to their default states:

m time and date

m mouse tracking

m master sound volume

m double-click rate

m insertion point blink rate

m disk cache size

m menu blink rate

m auto-key threshold and rate

m default boot device



m alert sound

m default highlight color

m default AppleTalk or network connection

The next time you start your computer, you’ll probably want
to reset the system date and time and adjust the other
parameters to your liking.

To install the MPEG card, you’ll insert it into a slot on the
computer’s logic board and then connect it to the video
input card. The steps for installing the MPEG card vary
slightly depending on whether the computer has a built-in
monitor.

Installing the card in a modular computer

If your system has a separate monitor, like the computer
shown below, continue with the steps that follow. If the
monitor is built into your computer, go to the next section,
“Installing the Card in a Compact Computer.”

To install the MPEG card in a computer with a separate
monitor, follow these steps:

1 Turn off the computer.

You can do this by choosing Shut Down from the Special
menu.

2 Unplug all the cables except the power cord from your
computer.

Leaving the power cord plugged in until you’re ready to
remove the logic board from the computer helps protect the
computer from electrostatic discharge damage.

Important  To avoid generating static electricity that may
damage components, do not walk around the room until
you have finished installing the card and closed the
computer. In addition, move the logic board as little as
possible while it is outside the computer.

3 Place your thumbs on the two tabs at the top of the plastic
panel, and press down.

4 Pulling gently, swing the panel down and slip it out.

5 If there are security screws on the vertical plate on the back
of the computer, remove them with a Phillips screwdriver.

6 Unplug the power cord from your computer.

Remember:  Don’t walk around the room until you have
finished installing the card and closed the computer. Move
the logic board as little as possible while it’s outside the
computer.

If there are security screws, remove both screws from the back panel.

Installing the card in a compact computer

Your compact computer may look like either of the
computers pictured on the next page; the steps for installing
the card vary slightly depending on which model you have. If
your computer looks like Style A, follow the first set of steps
to install the MPEG card. If your system looks like Style B,
skip to the next section, “Installing the Card in Style B.”

Installing the Software

The Apple Video Player application program lets you watch
video on your computer. Your computer probably already
has a version of this program installed, but it may be less
recent than the version supplied with the MPEG card. You
can determine this for yourself, if you like, as follows: 

1 Click the icon for the Apple Video Player program on your
computer.

2 Choose Get Info from the File menu.

A window appears listing information about the program.
Note the version number and repeat these steps for the icon
for this program on the Apple MPEG Media System Software
CD. If the version on the CD is more recent than the one on
your computer, install it to replace the earlier version.



Follow these steps to install the software.

1 Start up your computer.

2 Press the Open/Close button on your CD-ROM drive to open
the tray.

3 Place the Apple MPEG Media System Software CD into the
CD-ROM drive with the disc label facing up.

4 Push the tray in, or press the Open/Close button, to close
the tray.

5 Double-click the disc icon to open it.

6 Double-click the Installer icon.

7 Click Install.

The program is installed automatically.

8 When the installation is complete, click Restart.
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Below is a short introduction to starting Apple Video Player
and playing digital movies. For these steps, you need to have
one of the MPEG CDs that came with your Apple MPEG
Media System on hand.

Note:  You can also have Apple Video Player Guide take you
through these steps. To do this, double-click the Apple
Video Player icon and choose Apple Video Player Guide from
the Guide (h) menu. Then follow the instructions in the
Guide window that appears.

To use Apple Video Player to play a digital movie:

1 Open Apple Video Player by double-clicking its icon. If the
Controls window does not appear, choose Show Controls
Window from the Windows menu. 

2 Insert the MPEG CD into the CD-ROM drive.

3 Click the movie projector icon in the Controls window.

The Controls window appears and, in a moment, displays
playback controls and a pull-down menu of movie selections:

4 Make a selection from the Movie Selection pull-down menu.

Sometimes relatively minor sequences, such as copyright
information, are listed in this menu as separate files. You
may need to make more than one selection to play a
sequence you want to watch.

The playback controls in this window are similar to those on
a typical VCR:

5 Click the Play button.

After a moment, the movie should start playing in the Movie
window.

You can experiment with the playback controls and with the
movie position bar (under Position in the Controls window),
which you can slide to play a different part of the movie.
When you are done, click the Eject button, or press the
Open/Close button on your CD-ROM drive, to stop the
movie and eject the CD.

Note:  Some digital movies are divided into “chapters.”
Each chapter is a different part of the movie. There is usually
a descriptive title for each chapter in the booklet that comes
with the movie. When you play such a movie with Apple
Video Player, the Position button changes to a pull-down
menu of chapter numbers:

To go directly to the beginning of any chapter, select it from
this menu.

For more information about using Apple Video Player, select
Apple Video Player Guide from the Guide (h) menu. 
(Note:  The Apple Video Player program must be open to
make Apple Video Player Guide available in the Guide 
[h] menu.)
