Sleep Mode

The Sleep Mode Setting can reduce power
consumption. When the machine is in Sleep
Mode (Power Save mode) it acts as if it is
turned off. Receiving data or starting an
operation wakes up the machine from Sleep
mode to Ready mode.

You can choose how long the machine must
be idle before it goes into sleep mode. When
the machine receives computer data or
makes a copy, the timer will be reset. The
default setting is 3 minutes.

The machine will wake up
and start warming up when the machine
receives computer data or when you press a
key on the control panel.

If a wireless network is enabled, the machine
does not enter Deep Sleep mode. To disable
the wireless network, see Chapter 3 in the
Network User's Guide.

Cleaning the machine

Clean the outside and inside of the machine
regularly with a dry, lint-free soft cloth. When
you replace the toner cartridge or the drum
unit, make sure that you clean the inside of
the machine.

DO NOT use cleaning materials that
contain ammonia, alcohol, any type of
spray, or any type of flammable substance
to clean the outside or inside of the
machine. Doing this may cause a fire or
electrical shock.

See To use the product safely in the Safety
and Legal booklet for how to clean the
machine.

Be careful not to inhale toner.

! IMPORTANT

Use neutral detergents. Cleaning with
volatile liquids such as thinner or benzine
will damage the surface of the machine.
