Some rear drive units were produced with inadequate grease, which could lead to a “clunk” sound during accelerator 
pedal transitions or a “hum” noise during high speed driving. Over time, this could lead to premature wear out of the drive 
unit evidenced by slower than normal acceleration or lack of acceleration at drive initiation. 

Correction 

Remove and replace the rear drive unit. 

 

Procedure 

1. Review the vehicle’s repair history. If the original drive unit was previously replaced, discontinue this procedure. If the 
drive unit has not been replaced, continue to step 2.
