Condition 

On some vehicles, the seat belt pre-tensioner rear bracket bolt might have been assembled using a higher torque than 
specified by the bolt grade. The bolt is not critical for pre-tensioner performance, but in order to ensure a bolt torque 
consistent with the bolt specification, these bolts should be discarded and replaced. 

Correction 

On each side of the vehicle, replace the bolt that secure the seat belt pre-tensioner support bracket to the body of the 
vehicle.

1. Remove the LH lower B-pillar trim panel (refer to Service Manual procedure 15183402). 
 

2. Remove the driver’s seat outer riser (refer to Service Manual procedure 13012002).

4. Use a trim tool to release the clips that secure the inboard and outboard covers from the inner seat riser. 
 

5. Remove and discard the 2 bolts that secure the inner seat riser to the body of the vehicle (torque 34 Nm)  
(Figure 2). 

 

 CAUTION: The inner seat riser cannot be removed from the vehicle; it is connected to the passenger's inner seat 
riser.

6. Fold the 1st row carpet towards the front of the vehicle. 
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7. Use the inflatable wedge to lift the foam block (Figure 3). 
 

 CAUTION: Do not overinflate the wedge; lifting the false floor too much can damage it.

8. Remove and discard the bolt that secures the seat belt pre-tensioner support bracket to the body of the vehicle 
(Figures 4 and 5). 
 

NOTE: There is a push nut on the bolt. Discard the push nut and install the new bolt without a push nut.

9. Install a new bolt (torque 5 Nm). 
 

10. Reinstall all components that were removed for access. 
 

NOTE: Replace the 4 bolts that secure the seat risers to the body of the vehicle and the 4 bolts that secure the front seats 
to the seat risers. 

 
11. Repeat the procedure on the passenger’s side of the vehicle.
