If full lock steering is applied while the 

suspension is fully extended, an incorrect halfshaft could overextend, damaging the dust boot or the constant velocity 

joint. This might lead to a knocking or grinding noise and/or a warning message on the instrument cluster.  

Correction 

Check the part numbers of the LH and RH front halfshafts. Replace the halfshaft(s), if necessary.
