Inspect the vehicle for the symptom related to the condition. If the symptom is present, replace the glove box solenoid with 

an updated part.

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Procedure 

1. Attempt to open and close the glove box 5 times: 

 

 If the glove box unlatches every time during this test, discontinue this procedure. 

 If the glove box remains latched intermittently while attempting to open the glove box, continue to the next step. 

 

2. Remove the glove box (refer to Service Manual procedure 14051002). 

 

3. Inspect the parts label on the glove box: 

 

 If a round sticker is found with the hand-written date of 5/21, 5/22, or 5/23 (Figure 1), replace the glove box 

solenoid (refer to Service Manual procedure 14051102). 

 Otherwise, discontinue this procedure and determine why the glove box does not unlatch.
