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Procedure 

1. Remove the front aero shield panel (refer to Service Manual procedure 12030102). 

2. Look behind the LH side of the front subframe (Figure 1) and inspect the steering column dust cover: 

 If the steering column dust cover is not installed on the steering column shaft joint (Figure 2), continue to 

step 3. 

 If the steering column dust cover is already installed on the steering column shaft joint (Figure 3): 

a. Push the cover against the joint to ensure that the cover is fully seated. 

b. Reinstall all components that were removed for access, and then discontinue this procedure.
