contains the latest listing of exposure-index
numbers for the most frequently used photo-
graphic films in accordance with the new system
for rating photographic films that has been
devised by the American Standards Association.

This system has been under development for
several years and is the result of co-operative
effort on the part of all the film manufacturers,
meter manufacturers, the Optical Society of
America, and the Bureau of Standards. It was
used by all of the military services during the war.
The new ASA exposure-index numbers provide
the photographer with the most accurate film-
rating information that has yet been devised.

The G-E exposure meter uses the ASA ex-
posure-index numbers, not only in the interest of
standardization, but ‘also because this system
represents a real ‘advancement in the field of
measurement.

The exposure-index numbers have been so
arranged that all earlier model G-E meters can be
used with this series of numbers. For some films
the values are exactly the same; and where
differences exist, the new ASA exposure-index
value will cause but a shght increase in exposure.
However, for your convenience, a comparison of
the new ASA exposure-index numbers and the
G-E film values is shown in the table below. A
complete comparison of all systems of emulsion
speed values can be found in the G-E Photo
Data Book.

Since processing and type of equipment can
affect the density of your pictures, you may find
that some modification in exposure is necessary.
This can easily be done with your G-E exposure
meter by slightly modifying the exposure-index
setting either up or down so as to obtain the

proper result. Use a higher number for less
exposure and a lower number for more exposure.
This change does not change the exposure index
of a film, but is a means for compensating for the
variables in your equipment.

All G-E meters manufactured after January,
1946, utilize the ASA exposure indexes. Although
the new ASA values can be used with all previous
model G-E meters, interchangeable calculator-
hoods with ASA exposure indexes are available
for Types DW-48, DW-49, and DW-58 meters.
They may be procured from your photographic
dealer.
